MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 28 MEETING

of the Mont Pleasant branch. The Schenectady Foundation board postponed its decision about
our request until its December board meeting, but we received positive feedback about our
request.

e A Central Library Services Committee meeting was held at the Central Library on October 18,
2017.

e Our Bullet Aid check for $16,000 arrived from MVLS. Senator James Tedisco secured $4,000
which will be used for the Glenville Branch Library improvements and Senator George Amedore
secured $6,000 for the Quaker Street Branch Library and $6,000 for the Rotterdam Branch
Library.
